HBC Lifegroup Pulpit Curriculum

Jesus Christ, Our Risen Savior - Mark 16: 1-8

This material is designed to help give you ideas for discussing the sermon profitably. We trust the lifegroup leaders to choose
the questions that will be most helpful to their groups. No one should feel obligated to complete ALL the questions. The reason
there is so much material is to offer guidance for those who would like to further study the topic during their devotion times
during the week. In our experience, many people need some direction for devotions in order to actually have them.

Honor the Testimony of the King of Kings (Mark 16: 1-3)

Jesus predicted His death and resurrection many times before the actual event (John 2:22, Matt. 16: 21-23). Yet, His
disciples and followers were amazed and astounded when it happened. It proved beyond all reasonable doubt that Jesus
was and is the Messiah, who came and will one day come again. Read the account of the resurrection in Mark 16: 1-8.
Compare this with Matt. 28: 1-15. Though the testimony is clear, what are some reasons why people do not believe? When
you reflect on these events, are you amazed and astounded? Do they resonate in your heart in a profound manner? Why or
why not?

1. The women who went to the tomb were devoted to the Lord. Their sole desire was to honor Him. How does your
life honor Christ? What are your expressions of love for Him?

2. IPet. 2: 6-7 speaks of the value of Jesus. What does God say about Him? Read Hebrews 1: 1-10. Does this help you
better understand the place He deserves in our lives? How would you describe that? Why? What are you willing
to sacrifice to honor Him or to show that He is your prize?

Acknowledge the Power of the Living Lord (Mark 16: 4-6)
1. Have you ever had a situation that though faced with the facts you could not believe them? Having seen Jesus
tortured and killed, do you imagine that His followers found it difficult to understand that He could be alive? Why?

2. Jesusis life and in Him is life! Read John 14: 6, John 11: 25, John 1: 4. What do these passages convey about the
power that can be found in Jesus? Kurt talked about people as being dependent, contingent upon God. Of
ourselves we can do nothing.

What is the evidence in your life that you are living in this great victory over sin and
death? What are some of the emotions that may hold us back from living as we should? How do you overcome
them?
